ANNOUNCING 60-DAY GRACE 
PERIOD—REPORTING PERIOD 1

The September 30, 2021 Reporting Period 1 deadline has not 
changed, however in response to challenges providers are facing 
given the Covid surges and natural disasters around the country 
a 60-day Grace Period is in place. This period allows providers 
to come into compliance with their PRF reporting requirements 
should they fail to meet the September 30, 2021 deadline.
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
